A Typical Day

at the UTC

Many students of UTC
age have told us that
they want a combination
of the high-challenge,
high-support environment
of school with a feeling
that they are being given
greater responsibility and
independence.

At the UTC, we have
extremely high standards
of dress, conduct

and professional
performance like any
school. The difference is
that we use the insights
of our employer partners
to make sure that our
processes and culture
mirror more closely what
it's like in the workplace.

This means that we
expect business
attire appropriate to
the workplace and a

standard working day

of 9.00 -5.00. Reliability
and conscientiousness

in the completion of
assignments will dictate
how much work you need
to take home, rather than
the separate setting of
standard homework.

Of course, for students
who need help, a caring
and supportive team

of staff will be there to
provide it.

Your Timetable

Lessons will begin at
9.00 a.m. each day and
finish at 5.00, although
we plan an earlier finish
on a Friday. Breakfast
and study facilities will
be available from well
before 9.00 for students

who wish to arrive earlier.

Each day you will spend time with your
Mentor, who will ensure you manage
your time effectively, maintain your
professional and academic profile
and keep up with your projects and
assignments. 2 afternoons per week
will be spent on professional and
technical learning and one on sport
and PE. Both of these will see you
regularly visiting off-site facilities as
part of your working week.

A range of optional sporting, cultural,
scientific and social activities will
complement your school life and will
take place at various different times
before, during or after school.

Travel and Finance

The positive choice to attend the UTC
will mean that travel from some parts
of the catchment area will cost more
than attending your local school. We
want to ensure that this is not a barrier
for anyone and are keen to talk to you
about how we can help if it presents a
concern.



Who is the
UTC for?

The location of the UTC
was carefully chosen

to make this school
accessible for as many
young people from the
North East as possible.
Our catchment area
extends across all the
Local Authority areas with
a main transport hub from
which students can travel
on public transport within
an hour. Anyone may
apply from these areas
to join Year 10 or Year 12
in September 2018. We
will do all we can to help
signpost students to up-
to-date travel information,
including financial
support for bus, train and
metro passes; and to
encourage sustainable
and safe travel, including
car sharing for those who
have to use a car.

At any stage of the process of
application, or while you are deciding
whether to apply, we are on hand

to meet with you and talk through
anything which you may want to find
out more about.

At Key Stage 4 (years 10 and 11)
applications will be taken on a first-
come, first-served basis unless and
until we/become over-subscribed.

We only have 120 places for 2018,

so if this happens, we will apply our
oversubscription criteria (you can read
these in the Admissions Policy on the
website) and establish a waiting list.

Obviously, we will inform applicants if
we have to do this.

At Key Stage 5, the process is very
similar, but prospective students
should check to ensure that they
expect to meet the Sixth Form entry
requirements.

What happens next

As soon as you make your application,
we will getin touch with you and make
sure-you haye all the information you
require. We will continue to update
you on curriculum developments and
will invite’you to at least one more
information session for parents and
students. There will be activities for
students to take part in before the
school year begins in 2018.
